Park, Springfield Road. Participants arrive 9:30 am 
• Followed by parade from Springfield Road to Saxer Avenue; pause on Saxer Avenue in 

front of the St. Francis of Assisi Catholic Church flag pole 
• Prayer, wreath laying at the St. Francis' WWII memorial plaque, and playing of Taps 
• Parade continues to Powell Road and to the Township building for final ceremony 
• Approximately 10:45 am: Indoor Memorial Day remembrance at Township building, 

Powell Rd of our country's and community's fallen heroes, in particular Captain William 
Chandler, and the honoring of Gold-Star Family members, especially the Chandler 
family 

• Light refreshments served afterwards
